‘I'he women's training and production centre was started on 9th Nov. 1993, the fulfillment
of a promise given by the German designer, Dr. Senta Siller, to eldest lady of the mud
Village (Thatta Ghulamka Dhiroka, P.O. Sadar Gogera, Teh. and Disst. Okara).

She promiscd to find and organize an income generating work for the women of the
forgotten mud village, which has so far no access to electricity, road or telephone and
where canalization, garbage disposal and toilet facilities are not known.

Gradually, step by step, on a purely voluntary basis, Senta has trained 25 girls and women
to employ their traditional skills in sewing and embroidery for a high quality toy and gift
market. As well, now some artisans and home workers of three other villages are involved

in the production scheme: shoemakers, weavers, tailors. The next training class with 20
girls started in March 1994.

Mr. Wariam gave his vacant farmhouse free of rent in the middle of the village to
accommodate the women's centre until Nov. 1995. Thereafter a school and production unit
with modem equipment and hygiene facilities should be ready for use.

The ‘help of self-help' activities include art lessons and will hopefully soon be
accompanied by a literacy program for girls and illiterate adult women.

In order to participate in the competitive local market, Senta has already started to train the
first three supervisors. The women of the village should be able to manage the toy
production unit independently after a period of four years.

The first group of trainees was able to sell goods worth 33,000 rupees. Presently 30% of
the income is paid to the trainees as wages, 30% to material and local transportation costs,
30% to building up the centre and 10% is reserved for special needs. For instance the

transportation of a lady health visitor (appointed by the minister of health-Punjab) costs
rupees 60.00 per week.

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Imran Khan: Will the Lion Roar Again?

O CRICKET FANS AROUND THE WORLD, IMRAN KHAN,

42, is “the Lion of Lahore,” the captain who led Pak-

istan to its 1992 World Cup victory before retiring

from the sport that year. To Prime Minister Benazir
Bhutto, however, Khan is a potential rival with a future.
Though he currently holds no office and belongs to no par-
ty, he drew huge crowds recently as he toured the country,
calling for a return to Muslim values and an end to Pak-
istan’s corruption and sectarian violence, “It’s a disaster,”
he says. “There is no future for our children here, unless
something is done to end the rampant injustice and anar-
chy all around us.”

The ostensible pur-
pose of Khan’s speech-
making was to raise mon-
ey for a hospital he has
built outside Lahore in
memory of his mother,
who died of colon cancer
in 1985. In fact, some
commentators suggest,
he is preparing for a
career in politics. They
believe he wants to lead
a Muslim fundamentalist
“third force,” distinct from
Bhutto’s secular govern-
ment and the business-
oriented right-wing op-
position led by former
Premier Mian Nawaz Sha-
rif. Khan denies any such
ambitions. “T am a fulfilled
person, and there is noth-
ing a premiership can give
me,” he insists, noting that
he refused Cabinet or
party posts offered by Bhutto’s predecessors. Still, if the
country continues in chaos, Khan says, he might someday
enter public life “as a duty.”

The speculation about a new career is fueled by Khan’s
personal transformation. For more than a decade, the
handsome, Oxford-educated sports star was a fixture in
London society, often with an actress or a fashion model—
such as Goldie Hawn or Stephanie Beacham—on his arm.
These days he dresses in simple, traditional clothing and
downplays his playboy image. “I have never claimed to be
a saint,” says Khan. Western outrage over the Islamic death
decree against author Salman Rushdie seven years ago,
he says, led him to question the values of the developed
world and take up serious study of the Koran. He has since
denounced the West’s sexy billboards, high divorce rates
and the sad spectacle of “fat women in miniskirts,”
but denies he is anti-Western. “Actually, I was defending
the family values in my own country,” he says of his
diatribes. “Why? Because family ties are the only buffer

that our poor have against injustice and unemployment.”

Some Pakistani women find Khan’s views troubling.
“He was once happy enough to indulge in what he calls the
West’s moral mess,” notes Sherry Rehman, managing
editor of the monthly Herald. Khan insists that Islam
accords women high respect. With four sisters who are uni-
versity graduates, he has no quarrel with women who want
careers. Says he: “If a Muslim woman has no chil-
dren, she can do what she likes—provided her husband
agrees.”

Khan has announced that he plans to marry a tradi-
tional Pakistani woman, though he reports he has yet
to find the right one. For the moment, his efforts remain
centered on his cancer
hospital, for which he has
raised $4 million over
the pastfew months. Lat-
er this month he plans to
launch a campaign for
educational reform, rais-
ing funds to build 40 to
50 merit-based schools
that will have a Pakistani
curriculum.

Critics contend that
Khan has become a pawn
of Muslim fundamental-
ists. They point out that
his fund-raising rallies
are organized by an Is-
lamic youth group, Pas-
ban, that has been linked
to the far-right Jamaat-e-
Islami Party. Khan also
g | acknowledges his grati-

‘ : : tude to General Hamid
Gul, a former intelligence
chief who supported the
hospital campaign and
now heads a right-wing Muslim political-action group. “On
one hand Khan has positioned himself as a social reformer,
and on the other he has aligned himself with people associ-
ated with martial law,” says the Herald’s Rehman. Warns
Najam Sethi, editor of the Friday Times: “His popularity is
being exploited.”

Khan disagrees. “They are portraying me as some
sports moron with no brain of his own,” he complains: He
insists that he was alarmed when Pasban activists earlier
this year began chanting “Prime Minister Imran Khan!” at
his rallies. “It all got out of control,” he says. The Bhutto
government evidently thinks so too. It has refused to per-
mit his fund-raising ads to run on government-owned tele-
vision. Given Khan’s popularity, Prime Minister Bhutto has
remained silent about his activities. While he is still regard-
ed as a novice on her ground, she appears loath to fuel spec-
ulation about his national political ambitions. Millions of
Pakistanis, though, are clearly ready to cheer the Lion to
victory once again. ]
